Grind 1/8" from front of sear face as
shown in sketch.

Alter cocking cam as detailed in
sketch.

Install new powerful main spring after
checking bolt assembly for free,
smooth action of all parts.

Firing pin protrusion should be from
045 to .055" from face of bolt in fired
position.

Use only a good non-gumming oil on
bolt parts.

Install "Mark |I* Trigger assembly,
Remove sufficient wood from stock
to clear trigger frame and allow it to
rock forward freely when cocking
action,

Check to see that trigger is not
prevented from rocking forward by
the forward edge of the siot in the
trigger guard.

Grind rear end of floor plate latch to
prevent interference with trigger
frame.

Grind new safety notch in the top of
the cocking piece so that when the
safety lever is put on safe, with the
action cocked, the cocking piece will
be forced back at least.015". Test by
cocking the action. Put safety lever
in safe position, pull trigger and
release safety. The action should
remain cocked.
